For non-hazardous substances being shipped on Dry Ice:


The shipping container requires the markings “Dry Ice, UN1845” and the net weight in kilograms of the dry ice in the container.





A shipper’s declaration is not required, but the section under Special Handling on the FedEx form concerning Dry Ice must be filled out.





For hazardous substances being shipped on Dry Ice:


The information for Dry Ice must be included on the Shipper’s Declaration in addition to the information concerning the hazardous substance.





The shipping container must have the appropriate markings for Dry Ice in addition to the markings for the other hazards.





All packaging must be designed and constructed to allow the release of carbon dioxide gas to prevent a pressure buildup which could rupture the packaging.
