The information on the following pages is intended to be used as a guide for shipping samples and chemicals by air using Federal Express as a carrier.

Hazardous Substances which can be Shipped as Water

Many substances, which would be considered hazardous at full strength, CleanAir uses as dilute solutions.  These can be considered non-hazardous and can be shipped as a regular package.

The following is a list of chemical reagents that are not considered hazardous at the concentrations CleanAir commonly uses.

These reagents can only be shipped non-hazardous in low concentrations.  Full strength reagents and strong (concentrated) solutions need to be packed properly, and be accompanied by the required Dangerous Goods paperwork.

LIMITED QUANTITY SHIPMENTS

1.
Limited Quantity Shipments do not require a 4G box.

2.
The inner packaging of the shipping container remains the same.

3.
The packing instructions will have the letter “Y” followed by the 


packing instruction number (ex. Y305).

4.
The words LIMITED QUANTITY or LTD. QTY. must appear under the


authorization column on the Hazardous Goods Declaration and on the


shipping box, underneath the UN number.

SHIPPING MORE THAN ONE HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCE

IN A SINGLE PACKAGE

1.
The substances must not react with each other (ex. strong acids and bases).

2.
The substances should not require segregation according to table 9.3A in the IATA Dangerous Goods Regulation book.

3.
The inner packaging of each item must comply with the relevant part of the packing instructions applicable to that item.

4.
The quantities of hazardous substances contained within the outer package must have a “Q” value less than 1.


A “Q” value is calculated by the following equation:



Q = n1/m1 + n2/m2 + n3/m3 . . . 


Where:    
n  = The net amount of the substance being shipped




m = The maximum net quantity for that substance’s





packing instruction.
